Rory Pilgrim
Rory Pilgrim works across a wide range of media including music, film, painting, drawing and performance. Working with others through methods of dialogue, collaboration and workshops, Pilgrim aims to challenge the nature of how we come together, speak, listen and strive for social change through sharing and voicing personal experience. 
RAFTS (2022) is central to the exhibition; this film was made during the Covid 19 pandemic and positions the raft as a symbol of support keeping us afloat in precarious circumstances. Making connections between mental health, recovery and support structures in our daily lives, at the heart of the film is a shared love of nature and how we take care of this precious planet.
RAFTS takes the form of a seven-song oratorio narrated by residents of Barking and Dagenham from Green Shoes Arts. Together, they reflect on what the idea of a raft means to them through song, storytelling and poetry. They are joined by singers Declan Rowe John, Robyn Haddon, Kayden Fearon and members of Barking and Dagenham Youth Dance. 
Timed screenings of RAFTS, and documentation of the concert version RAFTS: Live are presented daily alongside paintings and drawings that Pilgrim describes as ‘tools of prophesy and the imagination’. In one painting, an exhausted earth is tenderly bedded down, a small group of people flank the bedside, a reminder of the need for rest and recovery. 
Shared dialogues drive the collaborative nature of Pilgrim’s exhibition, which includes artworks by Eddie Paggett and Mark Jones, as well as letters between Green Shoes Arts and Project Well Being – a group for those experiencing homelessness in Idaho, USA.
